It is 27 years since LES MISERABLES opened in London —and it is still
running.

We are delighted to be presenting the film version on Friday 21° June
—a magnificent tribute to Cameron Mackintosh, producer of the
London stage production and now the film.

Victor Hugo's classic story is about a prisoner, Jean Valjean (Hugh
Jackman ) who is consumed by hatred after serving 20 years in prison
for stealing a loaf of bread to feed his starving child. He breaks his
parole and is pursued by a determined lawman, played by Russell
Crowe. Valjean's endeavours to lead a Christian life are,
unfortunately, thwarted by this rigid upholder of the law!

This is a wonderful movie, possibly an all-time great musical —
guaranteed to raise your spirits, brilliantly acted and sung with
unprecedented emotional depth. The music will haunt you !

LES MISERABLES is our longest-running film yet, some 157 minutes,
and was nominated for 8 Oscar awards. There will be one interval in
the film which replicates the timing of the London stage production.

Summary.
The Buildings works continue to be the strongest influence on

our finances. Total income over the period was £48,800
(£44,400 last month), Expenditure was £61,500 (£34,800) ,
giving a net deficit of £12,300.

Church Daily Running Account.

Income was £5,900 (£2,700) .Expenditure was £4,000 (£6,800),
giving a surplus of £1,900 (£4,100 deficit). We received the
quarterly rent for the School House during the period . Offerings
stood at £2,440 (£1,800). Lettings £710 (£700) . Heating and
Lighting was £496 (£750) . Mervyn is monitoring our Heating
and Lighting costs and is maintaining a close liaison with our
suppliers and the Synod Property regarding the most
appropriate suppliers.

The Maintenance of the Ministry charge is £2,600, or £26 per
member per month. Taking into account our other regular
monthly expenses, the figure is around £40 per member per
month. Our church regular income is in the region of £30 per
member leaving a monthly deficit of around £10 per person. This
is currently filled by lettings from the Ansell Centre and the
School House rent. An uncomfortable position for us, particularly
as it is our desire to employ the Ansell Centre income for our
Outreach activities.

Charities taking the first four months of the year and predicting
our income to the end of June, | estimate that our six-months
payment will be approximately £1,450 , producing £290 per
charity. You may recall that last month the prediction was £270

Mo n k 6 s EA geant g the amount of £1,100 towards the
Retreat Centre was received from the John Ansell Trust. There
are works currently being done at the Chapel , so the position
here will be changing quite regularly.

Ansell Centre. Lettings income was £150 (£1,100). This
fearfully depressed figure is a direct result of the Centre being
closed for the Buildings Works. Now the Centre has re-opened ,
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we should see a return to normal levels over the next month or
two. Expenditure, excepting the Cleaning Bill, remains subdued.

Buildings .
Income was £41,600. This included grants from, Biffaward , the

Belstead Charitable Settlement, Suffolk regeneration fund, and
a short-term loan from one of our members. We also received
gifts in the amount of £2,500 towards the new chairs from
members of the congregation, and some generous fund-raising.
We paid £53,600 in connection with the works in the Ansell
Centre and £3,800 for the portable staging which will be
employed in both the ACC and in the church. | am hopeful that ,
excepting a 5% six-month retention, we will be paying our last
bill for the Ansell Centre works in May.

The Church as a Charity.
We are now registered charity, No 1151084.

Funds.

General Fund. There is £1,800 in the General Fund. As |
advised in earlier reports, it should be noted that we are now
contributing £200 per month more this year to the M&M than
last. A significant increase.

[ Fabric Fund. This fund will pay for repairs and maintenance
to our properties. The Fabric fund stands at £1,000. A welcome
recovery from | ast monthdds grim

I Buildings Phase 3, stands at £16,5,000, and the chairs at
£3,500. The chairs fund has come entirely from our own
members and our friends. The ACC , including promised grants
has £30,000.
