Your Final Films for 2014  

Our film on 14 th November has a 12 cert. THE BOOK THIEF is 

about the innocence of youth, as well as the travesties of 

war. Liesel is an almost illiterate young girl having been  

adopted into a foster family before the outbreak of  World 

War 2 and  taught to read and write by Hans Hubbermann 

a kind hearted painter .  

Liesel settles happily into her new life, until a mysterious 

Jewish man, Max appears one night and is offered refuge 

and food. Liesel and the young man bond over the power 

of words and by their love of books. Suddenly life for the 

Hubbermann 's becomes more perilous with Hitler's forces 

stoking anti -Jewish feelings, affecting  not only them, but 

also  for their refugee  and for Liesel !  

Max Hubbermann is played by Geoffrey Rush, Liesel 

Meminger by Sophie Nelisse and Max by Ben Schnetzer. 

The film is a handsomely mounted adaptation of the best 

selling book, and is taut in presentation.  

The film's title THE BOOK THIEF revolves around Liesel who, 

on three occasions is caught stealing books, only to avoid 

being punished by Hans as a reward for keeping her 

secrets.  

Our film starts at 7.30pm  

In complete contrast on 28 th November comes WE 

BOUGHT A ZOO. PG cert. This is a traditional sweet -natured 

family film, as Matt Damon, a widower , buys a dilapidated 

zoo in California in order to try and make a living !  

The film is based on the true life story of former journalist 

Benjamin Mee about his family's loss of his wife and mother 

to his children in buying and refitting a tumble down zoo in 

Devon.
